Since 1988, Esperanza Camacho has been working on conservation and indigenous livestock development issues, specifically with goats. 

She is a researcher for IFAPA, working with goats; genetic aspects, appraisement of products, anthropologic and gender. She has several good papers in the area of goat
breeding and production, and she has developed several actions in transference to the sector collaborating with breeders association. 

Her work in international cooperation stands out, especially in Latin-America, taking part of a network centered in the conservation and sustainable use of zoogenetic local resources, including goats.
